Guidelines for Applicants
Fukuoka Asian Art Museum Researcher/Curator in Residence 2012
1. Why the Researcher/Curator in Residence Program at FAAM?
Promotion of Asian modern and contemporary art

The invited researchers and curators of Asian modern and contemporary art undertake research on and investigate the FAAM’s permanent collection pieces or the artists whose works are in the permanent collection from their different perspectives.  By sharing the results of their research and investigation with the people of Fukuoka and FAAM in various ways, FAAM aims to deepen the understanding and interest in Asian art among the people of Fukuoka and to widen FAAM’s activities. 
2. Program Outline
(1) How many researchers/curators?
1 researchers/curators
(2) How long is the Residency?
42 days maximum between 16 January and 26 March 2013.
The period of stay is fixed according to the plan submitted by the researcher/curator for the program.

(3) Who can apply?

Acceptable applicants must:

1) Satisfy at least one of the following 2 requirements.

(i) Researchers who possess a degree of experience and long-term prospects in the studies of Asian modern and contemporary art.
(ii) Curators who possess a degree of experience and long-term prospects in planning exhibitions of Asian modern and contemporary art.
2) They should be based in the countries or the region in the list below.
[Countries and region]

Bangladesh, Bhutan, Brunei, Cambodia, China, India, Indonesia, Korea, Laos, Malaysia, Maldives, Mongolia, Myanmar, Nepal, Pakistan, Philippines, Singapore, Sri Lanka, Taiwan, Thailand, Vietnam
3) Speak sufficient Japanese or English for daily communication and research study in Japan

4) Be in sound health and not requiring medical attention 

5) Submit one letter of recommendation written by a responsible person from an art institute or art group.

(4) What you have to do during the Residence Program
1) Research
Research on Asian modern and contemporary art.

(Examples)

* Research on and investigation of the FAAM’s permanent collection pieces or the artists whose works are in the permanent collection.

* Research on and investigation of Asian modern and contemporary art using the library and archives of the FAAM.

* Research on and investigation of the FAAM’s residence and educational program.

2) Educational Program
Researchers/curators should present an educational program for the people of Fukuoka related to their specialised field. 

(Examples)

Workshop, lecture, forum, gallery talk, lecture at universities
3) Presentation of research
Researchers/curators must present the results of their research activities in the FAAM’s collection exhibition or on FAAM’s website.
(5) What FAAM pays for:
1) Return air ticket from the international airport nearest to the researcher’s/curator’s residence to Fukuoka International Airport

2) Accommodation: booked and paid for by FAAM
3) Living expenses: the amount is set by FAAM
4) Expenses for educational program and research activities 
Expenses for interpreter cum attendant and materials related to the educational program (provided that FAAM accepts their necessity).
5) Travel insurance during the stay in Fukuoka:
Accident insurance up to 30 million yen should the insured person die or be left with residual disabilities, with up to 8 million yen cover for medical treatment.
Disease insurance up to 30 million yen should the insured person die or be left with residual disabilities, with up to 8 million yen cover for medical treatment.
(6) Other matters

1) FAAM can accept no family members or assistants accompanying the researcher/curator.
2) Researchers/curators are requested in principle not to go back to their home country or to visit other countries during the Residence Program.  

3. How to apply

(1) What to send

1) Application forms 1- 5 must be completed in Japanese or English and must be sent by registered post or courier service.  Digital files for Application form 1 and 2 must be saved on CD-R and sent along with the printed hard-copy of the forms 1- 5.
(Applications are NOT accepted by fax or email.)

2) Material documenting past achievements

Copies of essays presented in the past 2 years (English or Japanese only)


Catalogues of exhibitions curated by the applicant.

3) Attach one letter of recommendation (Application form 6) written by a responsible person from an art institute or art group.  The letter must be written in Japanese or English and signed by the recommender.  
The applications forms and the materials will NOT be returned.

4. When to apply

1 July to 31 August 2011
(All the forms and supporting documents should arrive before 31 August　2011.)

5. Selection

The FAAM Selection Board of the Artists, Researchers/Curators in Residence Program will select and determine the successful applicants.  Results will be announced on the FAAM website and successful applicants directly notified by the end of January 2012.
